Portrait Tips

· Use viewfinder to “compose” image-every part of frame/every pixel should count!

· Use Photoshop and iPhoto sparingly: healing brush, contrast, saturation, etc.-keep natural!
· Focus (one spot) on the eyes!!  Then you can re-compose.
· Try camera on AV (aperture value) or to Portrait mode.

· Press shutter half way to lock exposure/focus before pressing the rest of the way.

· Try several different shots-try to capture subject’s “soul” or personality.
· Follow all green screen instructions.

· Make sure models don’t wear green!!!

· Go for an appropriate high school graduation photo look.

· Keep subject at least 3 feet away from green screen.

· Make sure green screen is evenly lit and doesn’t have many wrinkles.

· Try fill flash-if it casts shadows just use studio lights.
