Macro photography is close-up photography. The classical definition is that the image projected on the "film plane" (i.e., film or a digital sensor) is close to the same size as the subject. Lenses designed for macro are usually at their sharpest at macro focus distances and are not quite as sharp at other focus distances. In recent years, the term macro has been used in marketing material to mean being able to focus on a subject close enough so that when a regular 6×4 inch print is made, the image is life-size or larger (Wikipedia).

Tips

1. Set camera on flower icon.
2. Thing about composition-keep it simple: Simplify and Exclude.

3. Get a sharp focus! -Where is your focus point?
4. Take lots of different shots/try a few subjects.
5. Shoot an object 12 inches or less from camera.

6. Don’t just shoot flowers!

7. Make sure you have a critical plane of focus!
8. Try zooming in for shallow depth of field.
