Assignment: Using Photoshop CS5 place yourself or a classmate on the cover of a magazine!  You have two basic options: One, start from scratch and create an original magazine-you create the title, layout, style, article teasers, etc. Two, you take an existing magazine cover (e.g. Rolling Stone, Time, etc.) and you “remove” existing celebrity and substitute with either yourself or a classmate/s.

1. Shooting: Take a minimum of 20 shots of your subject/s.
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2. Assignment: Create magazine cover (with titles, leads, date).
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3. Photoshop: Use application to create a seamless (professional 

    looking) cover without obvious cuts or “fake-looking” mistakes.
