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Portrait Tips

· Use a large aperture for a shallow depth of field

· Zoom in as far as possible

· Use viewfinder to “compose” image-every part of frame/every pixel should count!

· Use Photoshop sparingly: healing brush, levels, contrast, saturation, etc.-keep natural!
· Focus on the eyes!!
· Use shallow to medium depth of field (3.5-5.6)

· Set camera on tripod at eye level.

· Set camera to AV (aperture value) or to Portrait mode.

· Press shutter half way to lock exposure/focus before pressing the rest of the way.

· Try several different shots-try to capture subject’s “soul” or personality.
