A collage (From the French: coller, to glue) is a work of formal art, primarily in the visual arts, made from an assemblage of different forms, thus creating a new whole.

A collage may include newspaper clippings, ribbons, bits of colored or hand-made papers, portions of other artwork, photographs, a piece of moss or even a dead mole and other found objects, glued to a piece of paper or canvas. The origins of collage can be traced back hundreds of years, but this technique made a dramatic reappearance in the early 20th century as an art form of novelty.

The term collage derives from the French "coller" meaning "glue".[1] This term was coined by both Georges Braque and Pablo Picasso in the beginning of the 20th century when collage became a distinctive part of modern art. (Wikepedia)

1. Good original images (min.20) that capture a clever

    and interesting 3-dimensional view of your subject.
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2. Tight focus and good image quality throughout.
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3. Interesting subject matter-some human presence.
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4. Images arranged on large poster board OR put together

    in editing application as a photo collage.
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Collage Tips
· “Walk around” subject if you’re going for 3-dimensional cubist/abstract look.
· Stand in one spot and “grid” your shots (5x4 for example).
· Be as artistic as possible with this assignment-this is the most artistic assignment of semester.
· Printing/pasting on poster board looks great-but you will use a lot of ink making 20 4-6 prints.
