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Tips for Sunsets/landscapes
· Plan ahead: “scout out” a good location (river bed, park, lake, railroad tracks, etc.).

· Use silhouettes as a focal point.

· Try “bracketing” your exposures.

· Set white balance to cloudy or shade.

· Look beyond the obvious: find something unique in the foreground.

· Try using fill-flash for foreground object.

· Zoom as far as possible: the longer the lens, the bigger the sun.

· Use a small aperture for landscape shots.
